The meeting was opened with the singing of “Down Mobile”.
President Coant requested a moment of silence for our dear departed members;

Reports were requested from he officers:

Glenn gave us an update on the membership, which is at 1282 vs. the beginning of the year, which was at 1274. His report was forwarded to President Coant.


Rod, reported that Income and Expenses were at about a balance and the treasury was in good shape. 


John reported that he is looking for some one to create articles for the Harmonizer. Casey, will work with John to make it happen. President Coant said he talked to Ed Watson and he is willing to give us space in the Harmonizer. We just need to have relevant material to publish.

Tom reviewed the Vision Realization Plan and the revised plan to roll it out. He indicated that the AHSOW room at Denver was not setup or manned properly. He reported poor response to finding people to call and to help with the calling from the DEC’s and the Officers. 
John S. moved the Education Managers take on the responsibility of manning and setting up the AHSOW rooms for International, Midwinter and Harmony U., as follows: Education Manager East, will have the responsibility for the odd years and the Education Manger West will have the responsibility for the even years. The motion was seconded and passed.

Mark reported that we only have 3-4 shirts left. He also indicated that 35 CD’s came back in and we have plenty of the folio’s. President Coant said he has burned 60 CD’s and brought 20 with him to Denver. In total we have about 110 CD’s, so we’re in good shape in that area.

John S. reported that Sage is now a qualifying quartet.


Kent reported that he has picked up 3 new members and will process the paperwork soon.


Casey reported that he published a bulletin in May, but needs help with articles, in the future.


It was moved, seconded and passed that “How to Certify”, composed by Ken Wheeler, be incorporated into the DEC procedures. There will be minor rewording to ‘genericize’ some specific names etc.  Tom W. will complete that by September 1st and poll the DEC’s for their response, by October 31st. The plan is to use that revised procedure, at Midwinter 2008.
DEC/ADEC - Vacancies will be addressed and filled by December 31st. President Coant will contact the Education Managers, EVP, and Treasurer and develop a plan by August 31st , to make this happen.
2007 Elections - Everybody will remain in their current positions, until the election process has been completed properly. This will be spearheaded by President Coant.

AHSOW Logo – It was decided, we will continue to use the current logo, with the possible elimination the “SPEBSQSA Affiliate” reference. President Coant will check and see what is required, from a legal standpoint. He will then proceed to have the artwork cleaned up, by a professional artist, and then make it available to Mark, to get new shirts made up, hopefully before Harmony U.
Shirts – Mark will get quotes for new shirts and review them with the officers, before making a purchase.
There was quite a bit of discussion on the subject of Ear-rangements. Parker moved that a second CD be made of the Public Domain melodies in Discovery Singing.  President Coant will contact Tim Waurick and get quotes on making (1) a CD of the yellow Discovery Folio for new Ear-rangement II; and (2) a CD of more familiar melodies.  Some these will be put on our website, so they can be downloaded to MP3 players or burned to disk as desired.

John Schulkins requested AHSOW take on a project to supply learning CD’s of familiar/common songs for troops in Iraq. It was determined that this does not fit the mission of AHSOW. It would be better served by the BHS, and in fact they already have learning CD’s available that fit that description.

Suggestions were made that AHSOW needs more signage/displays, to advertise AHSOW rooms and provide inviting information/sales information. Banners are not enough.

The meeting was closed, with the singing of “When It’s Springtime in the Rockies”.
